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· Our research work is devoted to a very interesting topic: “Homeschooling in different countries”. We consider this theme interesting for us and actual nowadays.
· During the recent years more and more parents prefer teaching their children at home. Home education is widespread nowadays and each state or country has its own homeschooler’s associations where the parents can discuss their problems and receive help on legal, educational or parenting issues.
· The main aim of our work is to research “the field” of homeschooling in different countries, to investigate and explore the obstacles and goals of home education abroad and in Russia.
· We have tried to analyze home education, its pluses and minuses and we think it will be interesting to make some predictions on the basis of future of home education.
· What is more, it was very interesting for us to know the opinion of our teachers and parents on this topic, to find out how many students are taught at home in our region and why.
· Of course, some children don’t attend schools of different reasons and this fact we try to investigate in our work. Some are taken out of school due to bulling, violence, negative peer pressure, drugs and crime or other serious problems, but still there is a growing number of parents who home educate  their children from the start. 

· During the last five years home-schooling became very popular in America as well as in European countries. In Russia it’s not so wide-spread but some interesting experience has been already gained by enthusiastic teachers and parents.
· Many people equate the terms “education” and “schooling”. This is not always the case: a child may gain a suitable education at school, but many do not. Setting more and more tests and spending more and more school time coaching children to take these tests is unlikely to remedy this situation. After all, it is not even legally compulsory to take exams, a fact not often broadcast. Home education allows each child to learn at their own pace and in a way which is specifically tailored to them, an impossibility in many schools.
· People choose home education due it millions of reasons, that’s why, however, it’s difficult to count, how many students study at home. Nearly 1 million is in accurate
It’s surely far more important to underline as we think four major reasons why people choose to keep their children out of school.

· Religious reasons – people feel that school does not address the spiritual issues and values that they want to convey to their children. In addition, schools do teach other ideas that are at odds with their religious beliefs.

· Schools are dead for kids – These people also want to shield their children from the harmful effect of school, but not primarily due to their spiritual values. Often their children have tried school and have had bad experiences there.

· Political belief - Some people choose home school because of their political belies, which tend toward libertarian or anarchist leanings. These people try to disengage themselves as far as they can from institutions of all kinds that encroach on their freedom. These families practice an ethic of self-reliance.

· Close Family – Some people like home school simply because they like their children too much to send them away on the school bus each weekday morning.

· We quite agree that the process explained above could actually be considered de – schooling rather than unschooling. Unschooling is child-led learning in a home environment rather than duplicating school and its curriculums at home. Most unschoolers don’t follow lessons plans, or even have school learning time structured into their day. Subjects are covered to the child’s interest but not to know the subject.
· We have found that according to Russian regulations unschooling is impossible. Parents should sign contracts with schools where children take annual exams. Some parents, however, choose unschooling, but they have difficulties later. In Russian at least not all state institutes admit people without a school certificate, and you cannot take finals without a certificate for previous grade. So, Russian homeschoolers have to some degree keep to curriculums. Of course, we consider it as weak point in our education system.
· Socialization is always a concern that people have about home-educated children. In reality, unless you live in a very isolated place, this is unlikely to be a cause for concern. As more and more people are beginning to opt for home education, groups have sprung up for children to meet, play and learn with other home-educated children. The Internet has provided a new way for people to discover and get to know people and to organize events where more geographically spread out people can get together. Friendship can be maintained between children who do not live close to each other through email or conventional letter writing. Friends do not disappear just because your child is not in school.  

· While 75% of those who homeschool do so at least partly out of religious convictions, the majority of parents now cite the poor quality of education in public school as the most important factor in their decision to homeschool.

· The general consensus among those who choose homeschooling is that one of the major shortcomings of standard education methods is their focus on grades. Good grades have become the ultimate goal and definition of a good education. Many homeschooling families do not utilize grading at all, believing the process to be unnecessary for save motivated study. Students follow their own interests in choosing subject to study which gives each of the subjects chosen far more relevance. In the public school setting principles of learning in order to pass test are emphasized while the home schooled education emphasized learning in order to explore, discover, and fulfill personal goals. 
· We have chosen this topic, because it seems to us that it can be interesting and exciting not only for teachers and parents, but for us, who in future will have children as well. That’s why this theme is actual and up-today.

· We have also tried to present our own points of view, conclusions, ideas and analysis, to make predictions about the future of home education, basing on different surveys and our individual impressions.
· As a result, trying to answer the main questions, we have used the following methods: analysis, comparisons, illustrative and we hope that we have succeeded to derive the most important details.

· When we have compared two approaches in education, we have found some problems in the public school system and we’ve tried to explore the common features and differences between the existing system and so called “education otherwise”.

· Different environments suit different people and neither school nor home education is necessarily always right for everyone everywhere in the world. Most parents do all they can for their children, most school teachers are dedicated and caring. All of them should find creative and constructive way of educating children. 
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
