As the borders between nations are disappearing the problem of cross-cultural communication becomes more and more important. Being an important part of every culture art has become a matter of great importance. Every person is a key factor in cultural phenomenon, but for each person culture is different in one’s understanding. The process of cross-cultural communication is a specific form of activity, which is not restricted only by the knowledge of a language, but requires knowledge of other nation’s material and mental culture, religious values, moral principles, world outlook images, etc., which all together define the model of the communicative partners’ behavior, that are impossible to use as a means of cross-cultural communication without the knowledge of a culture.

Vladimir   Ivanovich   Nedoresov TC "Vladimir   Ivanovich   Nedoresov" \f C \l "1" 
All his life he lived in Zabaikalye. He was born in Baley town of  Chita  Region on the Unda river. The beauty of  the surrounding scenery, its luxuriant meadows, its woods made a deep impression on a little boy and later became the subject matter of his paintings. He began to work in 1945 as a turner in the organization of  “Baley - Gold”. Vladimir  finished the Mining  college in Chita  in 1959. He lived in Pervomaisky  of  Chita Region since1964.He  worked as a senior foreman  in ZabGOK mine more than 35 years. The work, children, duties took much time. But what he could afford in his spare time was reading about  painters and observing illustrations  of their  pictures. His favourite  artist was Shishkin. Once when he went to Moscow and he visited  the Tretyakov gallery and  spent 3 hours observing  the canvas “ Morning in the Pine Forest” by  Shishkin and couldn’t  tear his eyes  out off it. He retired in 1961 and devoted himself to his child’s passion - drawing. He was  a passionate fishman and hunter but he loved nature very much. Nedoresov was fond of the sunrise. He looked forward to sitting with a fishing - rod  on the bank the Onon. May be that’s why all his canvas reflect severe scenes of  Zabaikalye. They  charm us with  their beauty. It was his  desire not merely  to paint  “portraits of places”  but to give a true and full impression nature, to paint  light, dens, freezes, bloom and  freshness.

He always  made large preparatory  sketches for  his pictures  and made  copies of  them. The sketches were done directly from  nature and  they  contain a freshness and vigor  often  in the finished  paintings while the pictures  worked up  in the  studio possess  a refinement  of  composition not to be found in the  sketches. To my mind he is  a painter of  Zabaikalye  countryside.

Alexander       Moiseevich         Shvets TC "Alexander       Moiseevich         Shvets" \f C \l "1"  

Alexander Moiseevich was born on the 15 of September 1924 in the town of Potagi in the Ukraine  into a farming family. His farther worked hard as the faming was big. One could hardly say that he grew up in the atmosphere of constant creative activity. The family lived in poverty. They had neither pens nor brushes  at home. But the small boy could “draw” something on the ground for  hours. Sasha had to begin working when he was little. He had a peculiarity. He would catch the likeness of model often very quickly. This talent for catching likeness with the original subject Shvets later developed and it made him a successful painter. He is a beautiful landscape painter. He finished 8 classes before war. After school he tried different trades. But his real interest was always art. He worked in the factory “Transmash” and visited an amateur art studio which was guided by A V Ievlev, an Honored Art Worker. He entered the National University of Arts in Moscow  at correspondence course. After graduation from it he worked as a designer at Barnaulsky engine-tractor factory. He participated in many exhibitions and won many prizes. 
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He moved from Barnaul to the Crimea in 1988. Picturesque nature charmed him. In the town of   Jankoi he participated in the town exhibition in the Repin’ Art Museum.  Alexandr  Moiseevich is a Laureate of the Second All-Russian Festivals of Amateur  Creativity which was held in 1987. He took part in different competitions too. He lives in Pervomaisky now.

      “The Onon” TC "\“The Onon\”" \f C \l "1" 
Vsevolod Ivanov, a famous Zabaikalye writer and a journalist once wrote in his book about the Onon: “Mountains rose on both sides of the river. On our bank the mountains are woodless. However, it is not the mountains that restrained the Onon, but rather the river’s own desire to impress. 


The Onon doesn’t flow like other rivers, reflecting the sky and the mountains. It does not want to reflect anything – let the sky reflect it if it wishes! And indeed, I seem to see its angry current mirrored in the sky, and on the mountain sides, too. The Onon is the measure of waters, the measure of life!  I remember the vastness of the Onon, and the strange sensation of alarm and fascination which is always evoked in me. The Onon is the Ganges of the Mongolian plains and mountains, a river much and variously described in legends, songs and fables, and the tales of historians and romantics. The most important image in the iconostasis of legend is, of course, that of Genghis Khan, the cruel conqueror who was excessively confident in the beneficence of his conquests. Poets, archeologists and dreamers love coming to these banks to breathe the fragrance of wormwood and contemplate the ineffably beautiful mountains.
The sun is shining cheerfully. The autumn grasses are sensitive to the slightest puff of wind. But everything is still. The air is motionless. The river alone is in movement, and branches, trees, and whole coppices tremble in it.  As I look, I feel I am changing into one of those trees, and I begin to tremble too. Birch trees with very small leaves lean against the stones here and there, as though ashamed and afraid of screening this magnificence I can not tear my fascinated gaze away from the scenery, and actually gasps from time to time. I have not seen a larch forest for a long time, and of course I am seeing this amazing combination of larches, sand,, and swiftly rippling blue water for the first time in my life.

The huge trees, growing about five yards away from the water’s edge, stand perfectly straight and motionless, as though numb with fear. Good gracious!”.” 
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Ivan  Terentevich  Blokhin TC "Ivan  Terentevich  Blokhin" \f C \l "1" 
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He was born in 1921, August 31. Svergunov was his teacher of art. His first pictures  were created when the family of his left Krasnoyarovo for Shilka. He entered Irkutsk Art School. G. Rakov and A. Rudenko were his teachers.                                     

He served in the Far East and participated  in the fights in the Second  World in the East  front. Blokhin  was awarded with   the Order of Glory and  the Order of the  Great Patriotic War. In the Great Patriotic War he continued  to draw. His  picture “National   Avengers” was shown   in 1944 in the exhibition in Khabarovsk . In the end of 1945 he returned to Chita and began to work as an artist.                                                                              

The canvas “Meeting” (1947) shows the first minutes of soldier’s arrival in native house from the war. This picture  is very important in his creativity as a landscape paruter is seen in his works of autobiographical origin.  In the canvas   “Meeting” we see a young soldier who is being  looked  at by all his  numerous relative with administration. His figure is in the left – hand corner. Why not in the centre of the picture? Why did the author displace  it thus, changing the composing and sense centers? More over,  dynamic changes of colors speak of his expressive character. I think, his  individuality has been clearly marked in his unique ability to express    light as  mentioned   by  art critics and art lovers. The hard life in the post – war period was known to Blokhin very well. Hunger, work from morning to night, poor  living conditions left a few chances to paint and  paint  much. Many pictures were made to order.   

“At the Polling Place” , “Mao Dze Dun is with Chita pioneers”. He painted Stalin, Khrushchev, Brezhnev many times and rather successfully. 


The most favourite genre is portrait and landscape. In his portraits, unique     in colouring, much attention is paid to the inner world of a person. One of his best canvases is “Kohansky’s   Picture” (member of The Supreme Council of the Russian   Federation, 1917). The picture was drawn very quickly, as the outstanding in Zabaikalye doctor Kohansky was badly pressed for time. Ivan Terentevich said: “He came back home late at night, exhausted, his hands in iod.  There were a lot of people to be operated on. And then Vasily Arcadevich was the only surgeon in the region. We were proud of him”. The picture vividly portrays the beauty of the doctor’s soul though the surgeon’s face is tired and a little bit aloof.  His lips are compressed; the eyes are looking in the distance. The manner of painting is very laconic: dark colours, very few details. Everything speaks of inner concentration of the doctor. At the same time it’s not easy to give a detailed character if there is no communication with spectators through look. But Blokhin did it! We feel Kohansky’s born tact, conestress, wisdom and restraint.

He liked to show ordinary people in his masterpieces: his wife, Nomokonov - a killer in the Great Patriotic   War, Matyzhonok and others. All of them were born in Zabaikalye and now are a pride of it because of their heroic deeds in the war. That made them famous. The painter thought of the system of colours, different accessories means much for instance; the flame in Nomokonov’s pipe reminds us for eternal fire.

During his activity he travelled much  and liked meeting with his fellow- painters as their talks  and advice helped him developing his art abilities. The canvases painted in summer in dacha and on the shore of Lake Baikal are numerous, but the most popular is “ Lake Baikal”.                              

But in the middle of 60s Ivan Terentevich  had to stop his painting. Family problems and sinners changed his life much. Later he could not devote a great deal of time to his hobby. Nevertheless he made some masterpieces. But many ideas have left unrealized.                                                                                     

Being in his exhibitions one can’t help admiring his works. Blokhin was good at different genes: portraits, landscapes, still-life and scene pictures. In his every picture he showed his individuality and love to native Zabaikalye.
