Данная программа также обеспечивает формирование навыков научно-исследовательской деятельности, развития речевых знаний и навыков, предполагает развитие умения свободно истолковывать содержание текста, уметь строить связное рассуждение. Программа обеспечивает развитие умения не только анализировать статьи и тексты, но и учит проводить сравнительный анализ событий, традиций и обычаев в рамках исследуемо темы.


Программа направлена на формирование общеучебных и специфических исследовательских умений и навыков учащихся:

· работать с литературными источниками и справочной литературой;

· классифицировать собранный материал;

· анализировать и обобщать изученный материал и полученные сведения;

· проводить качественный и количественный анализ проводимой диагностики;

· логически выстраивать материал и делать выводы;

· грамотно оформлять результаты исследования.

Основываясь на принципе добровольности, программа позволяет школьнице познать себя, свои возможности, реализовать свой творческий потенциал в ходе работы над темой исследования. 

Итогом данной работы будет написание научно-исследовательской работы и выступление на школьной научно-практической конференции.

Данная программа отличается актуальностью, имеет практическую направленность, педагогически целесообразна, так как является активной формой индивидуальной работы с одаренными детьми.

Introduction
What does a school mean for us? It means constant lessons, exams, tests, students, and teachers. We are to learn at school. We hear these words from teachers and parents every day.

Fashion it is not the thing we can forget about. Fashion is an essential part of an every event. You agree, when a person wears out-of fashion clothes, he is treated in absolutely different way. We decided to investigate school fashion and clothes using Grammar school # 5 and English school as an example. 
Theme: “Clothes and fashion at school”

The European country that has the most widespread use of school uniforms is Britain. The practice of prescribing clothing has spread from there to many formerly British territories. Japan is another industrialized country where school uniforms are nearly universal. In most of continental Europe and Scandinavia, school uniforms are however not common. Russia abolished school uniforms in its public school system. 

The aim of the work is to found out the difference between school clothes of Russian and English pupils. 
In North America, the United States and Canada, school uniforms are generally not used in public schools. However, independent schools often have school uniforms. In the 1990s, there was a trend toward introducing uniforms in American public schools, and especially so in low-income areas. This was at first motivated by a need to counter "gang clothing", but has later also been seen as a way of improving morale and discipline. Those arguments are controversial among many parents, and that fad seems to have peaked. The American children who are most likely to wear a school uniform today are either very poor or very rich.

The object of our research is our Grammar school and English school.
The subject of our research is the uniform at school.
The theoretical significance of the work: it’s really useful and necessary to wear a uniform at schools.  It also presents the short contents of the history of the uniform in different countries. In this part of the work I consider the differences between uniforms in Russia and abroad. I compare the uniform in the United Kingdom and in my native school and answer the main question for nowadays if our school follows the school uniform.
The practical significance acquaints the reader with the results of the survey on revealing the movement of the contemporary students to the problem of the uniform.
My research paper may be value for children and their parents and might well be used at the lessons of history and English.
Chapter 1

1.1. The history of the uniform
We still have only limited information on soviet school uniforms. We note school children wearing school uniforms in the earliest years of the Soviet Union. These uniforms seem especially prevalent in the cities. Children in the country side because of the widespread poverty may not have worn the uniform as commonly. Presumably as conditions improved after World War II (1939-45), wearing the prescribed school uniform became common place throughout the country.
A school uniform is an outfit – a set of standardized clothes – worn primarily for an educational institution. They are common in primary and secondary schools in various countries. When used, they form the basis of a school's dress code. Traditionally school uniforms have been largely subdued and professional. Many believe that uniforms cut down on individuality. Boys' uniforms often consist of dark short or long trousers and light-colored shirt, often with a tie. Girls' uniforms vary greatly between countries and schooling systems, but typically consist of a dress or a blouse worn either with a skirt or culottes or under a pinafore; some countries allow girls to wear trousers. The use of a blazer or suit-like jacket for either gender is also fairly common, especially in countries with relatively cold weather. In some countries, such as Japan, school uniform is essentially standard in all schools using it, but in others, such as Great Britain, each school has an individual uniform, varying in color and often making use of badges [3].

In recent times, the introduction of school uniforms has been discussed, but usually the expression "uniform" is avoided in favor of terms like "school clothing." School clothing has been introduced in a small number of schools. In these cases the clothes are collections of shirts, sweaters, and the like, catering to contemporary fashion senses. Uniforms in a more traditional sense are almost never proposed in earnest [5].
1.1.1. Uniform in England

In the 16th century, England was the first nation to require school uniforms. But these uniforms were not to be worn by elite students; they were to distinguish the poor children attending charity schools from other children. It wasn't until 300 years later that students who attended the better English public schools began wearing uniforms. Once this became the norm, it blossomed into an obsession, as well as a way to affect social and cultural control over the students.

The question of whether children should wear a uniform to school always makes for a lively debate, and not only among students! In some countries school uniform is normal and most schools make their students wear one. 
In Britain debates about school uniform [see appendix 1] have been going on for decades in different countries and districts, but during the 1990s state schools in the USA began to adopt uniforms. At first uniform rules were seen as a way of stopping children dressing in gang colors in troubled urban areas. Both the Clinton and Bush administrations have been in favor of school uniforms. Other countries have picked up on this trend - for example, there has been talk of making German children wear uniforms. This topic looks at a very large number of arguments about uniforms. Not all of these will apply in every country or school, so take care only to select the ones that are relevant for your debate [3]. 
1.1.2. Uniform in Russia

In Russia, school uniforms [see appendix 2] were abolished after the 1917 revolution, but were re-introduced in 1948. Initially, the new uniform was very similar to that in place before the communist takeover. Wearing uniform was made mandatory and pupils were penalized for not following the rules.

The style of Soviet school uniform was modernized in 1962, and since that time was modified each decade. There could be some variations across different Soviet Republics. Boys generally wore dark blue pants and jackets, girls — brown dresses with black aprons and black bows. The members of the Young Pioneer organization, to which literally every student belonged, wore famous red neckties. Special sport uniforms also existed for physical education classes. In the early 1980s, a dark blue three-piece suit was introduced for girls and the strict rules on haircuts were loosened.

In 1992, mandatory school uniforms were abolished. Today, there is no unified standard uniform in Russia; however, certain schools may have their own uniform that students are required to wear. Educational institutions without a uniform may also have a certain dress code.

There is also a modern-day tradition for girls to dress into brown Soviet-style school uniform for their graduation ceremony [3].
1.1.2.1. EARLY SOVIET PERIOD (1920S)

We note children wearing school uniforms in 1924. Just when the school uniform regulations were issued and how prevalent they were throughout the country, we are not yet sure. Girls began attending school in large numbers after the Revolution. I'm not sure what boys wore to school in the 1920s, but by the 1930s military-styled uniforms were common. There does not seem to have been a standard uniform worn country-wide. Schools in Moscow and Leningrad seem to have had quite strict uniform standards. Provincial and rural schools seem to have given less attention to uniforms. This may have reflected in part the parents ability to afford a formal uniform. The uniform has varied over time [2]. 

1.1.2.2. STALINIST ERA (1930S-50S)

Stalin began to exert his control over the Soviet Union in the mid-1920s after the death of Lenin and by the late 20s had largely defeated opponents like Trotsky as well as more moderate Bolsheviks. It was not until the early 30s, however, that he was in complete control of the country. We do not have much information about education Soviet education during the early Stalinist era. We also note kindergartens in the 1930s. This appears to have been a Soviet innovation, of course imported from Germany. I'm not sure if Kindergartens existed before the Revolution; if they did almost certainly they were for affluent families. I'm not sure how common Kindergartens were during the Soviet era. There appears to aver been formal school uniform, although we are not sure about the different styles and when they were introduced. We note a military-looking uniform after World War II consisting of a peaked cap, tunic, wide belts, and red scarf. Younger boys might wear short pants, sometimes with over-the-knee stockings. This uniform persisted even after Stalin's death in 1953 [2]. 

1.1.2.3. POST-STALINIST ERA (1960S-80S)

Basic education in the Soviet Union had 10 grades. Children began at 7 years and graduated at 16. Girls in grades 1-8 wore a brown dress with a black pinafore style-apron in front. Another source says a dark-blue or black dress with an Edwardian style pinafore white apron. Apparently the dress colors varied somewhat. On holidays the black apron was replaced by a dressier white pinafore which might be frilled. At the top of the dress, girls wore a white collar, often in the Peter Pan style, which could be detached and washed separately. Girls or their parents often added large white hair bows. The collar was expected to be kept spotlessly clean. In grades 9-10 the uniform changed to a navy blue jacket and skirt which could be combined with a blouse of the girl's own choice. Boys wore a still obligatory, but more civilian-looking uniform. It consisted of dark blue pants, short jacket with chevron, white shirt, and red scarf. The younger boys sometimes wore large white collars over their jackets, but this varied from school to school and over time [2]. 
1.1.3. Uniform in Germany

From the 16th century, students were often subject to regulations that prescribed, for example, modest and not too stylish attire. In many cases these regulations were part of wider laws concerning the clothing of all citizens of certain social classes.

A blue coat became a widespread, obligatory status symbol of students of secondary schools; it fell out of use during the latter half of the 18th century [see appendix 3]. In newer times, school uniforms in any real sense did not exist outside of convent schools and private boarding schools. At times, certain fashions became so widespread that they approached uniform status; this is true in particular for so-called student hats that became widespread from the 1880s on and remained somewhat popular until they were banned by the Nazis. Their wearing was advocated by teachers and the students themselves and occasionally made mandatory, but never on a national or state-wide level. However, institute mandatory membership in the uniformed Hitler Youth from 1936 on. Hitler Youth uniforms were worn in the Adolf Hitler Schools and in the Napolas; students of other schools sometimes wore them to school at their own discretion [3].
1.1.4. Uniform in Malaysia
In Malaysia, school uniforms are compulsory for all students who attend public schools. Western style school uniforms were introduced to present-day Malaysia in the late 19th century during the British colonial era, but the present design was standardized beginning January 1, 1970. Today, school uniforms are almost universal in the public and private school systems. Students are required to wear white socks and white shoes with the above uniform. For modesty reasons as well, most schools require female students who wear the baju kurung to wear a plain-colored camisole underneath [see appendix 4].
In addition to these, schools usually have their own school badges which must be sewn or ironed on to the uniform - generally at the left chest. Some schools also require students to sew their name tags in addition to the school badge. For upper forms, students generally have to wear a school-specific tie, except those who are wearing the baju kurung.

In Malaysia, Muslim girls tend to wear the baju kurung. Most of them start wearing a white tudung upon entering secondary school, for religious reasons. Non-Muslim girls tend to wear the pinafore. Some non-Muslim girls wear the baju kurung.

Muslim boys may wear Baju Melayu at school on Fridays, often with a songkok hat, so as to be dressed for going to the mosque for prayers at lunchtime.
Schools usually enforce their school uniform code thoroughly, with regular checks by teachers and prefects. Students who fail to comply may be warned, given demerit points, publicly punished, sent home from school, or caned [3].
1.1.5. Uniform in Japan

Japan introduced school uniforms in the late 19th century. In the majority of elementary schools, students are not required to wear a uniform to school. Where uniforms are required, many boys wear white shirts, short pants, and caps. Young boys often dress more formally in their class pictures than they do other days of the school year. Girls' uniforms might include a gray pleated skirt and white blouse [see appendix 5]. 

In the majority of elementary schools, students are not required to wear a uniform to school. Where uniforms are required, many boys wear white shirts, short pants, and caps. Young boys often dress more formally in their class pictures than they do other days of the school year. Girls' uniforms might include a gray pleated skirt and white blouse. Occasionally the sailor outfit is used for girls. The uniform codes may vary by season to work with the environment and occasion. It is common for both boys and girls to wear brightly colored caps to prevent traffic accidents. Also, it is normal for uniforms to be worn outside of school areas. This is going out of fashion and many students are wearing casual dress.

The Japanese junior- and senior-high-school uniform traditionally consists of a military style uniform for boys and a sailor outfit for girls. These uniforms are based on Meiji era formal military dress, themselves modeled on European-style naval uniforms. The sailor outfit replaces the undivided hakama designed by Utako Shimoda between 1920–30. While this style of uniform is still in use, many schools have moved to more Western-pattern parochial school uniform styles. These uniforms consist of a white shirt, tie, blazer or sweater vest with school crest, and tailored trousers for boys and a white blouse, tie, blazer with school crest, and tartan skirt for girls.

 Japanese high school students wearing the sailor fuku. Much like the male uniform, the gakuran, the sailor outfit bears a similarity to various military styled naval uniforms. The uniform generally consists of a blouse attached with a sailor-style collar and a pleated skirt. There are seasonal variations for summer and winter: sleeve length and fabric are adjusted accordingly. A ribbon is tied in the front and laced through a loop attached to the blouse. Several variations on the ribbon include neckties, bolo ties, neckerchiefs, and bows. Common colors are navy blue, white, grey, light green and black [3].

1.2. School uniform in the United Kingdom nowadays
Pupils at most secondary schools in Britain have to wear a school uniform [see appendix 6]. This usually means a white blouse for girls with a dark-colored skirt and pullover. Boys wear a shirt and tie, dark trousers and dark-colored pullovers. Pupils also wear blazers – a kind of jacket – with the school badge on the pocket. They often have to wear some kind of hat on the way to and from school – caps for boys and berets for girls. Shoes are usually black or brown. And there are no high heels.

Many schoolgirls now wear tartan skirts. This is especially common in Grammar schools and Independent Schools. In addition to this, many schools have moderately strict rules on the wearing of make up, jewellery or 'trendy' clothing. It should be noted that most schools in the United Kingdom do not suffer the fairly common 'clothing cliques' found in countries where uniforms are not so prevalent. However children with cheap or poorly kept school uniform often become socially excluded. 


In many secondary schools, girls have started to wear trousers instead of skirts as part of their uniform, but this depends on the school and the area. Particularly in sixth forms, the tailored shorts that are now in fashion in the UK are being permitted during the summer months [7].  

The hairstyle of students is also given attention by schools and the Ministry of Education Schools does not allow students to color their hair. For boys, there is usually a maximum length of hair allowed, for example, the hair must be a few centimeters above the collar, and no sideburns are allowed. Violation of boys' hair regulations is often punished with a caning but some schools offer the alternative of an enforced haircut at the school. The use of hair gel is prohibited in some of the stricter schools, in order to prevent excessive hairdressing. For girls with long hair, their hair must be properly tied up, often into a ponytail. Some schools dictate the color and type of hair accessories that can be used. Some prohibit even girls from having long hair. Wearing make up in school is prohibited.
In areas with large numbers of people who are not traditionally from the UK, some schools allow female pupils to wear religiously-appropriate clothing, often in the school's typical uniform colors. Depending on the level of religious observance of the pupil, and the school's willingness to permit non-regulation clothing, this can sometimes cause difficulties [5].
1.3. A school uniform in the Russian Federation nowadays
Most European countries do not have school uniform they just follow austere dress-code. In many countries of the world, as well as in Russia, the issue concerning school uniform remains open.

School uniform [see appendix 7] has its opponents and proponents. Modern teenagers for the most part are totally against it. The case with parents and teachers is the reverse they advocate the introduction of this rule at schools.

The last is of a great importance for Russian schools because "neatness" appears to be the only requirement for school dress left in modern "permissive environment" after Soviet school uniform abolition. Pupils showed themselves at schools while being dressed improperly. This applies especially senior pupils. Girls frequently wear defiant clothing that does not in any way fit in with the environment of an educational institution. 

It should be remembered that uniform is an everyday clothing for a child to wear five times a week rather than a mere suit. Nice and comfortable uniform of moderate cost comprising several garments for different seasons would be the perfect option.  

Every school addresses this issue in different way. Some of them are satisfied with an austere two-piece garment; others make contracts with clothing manufactures, with teachers and parents responsible for style, design and color choice.  

However it is still a problem to make students wear uniform since teenagers are rather reluctant to wear it starting with the 6th form while senior pupils simply ignore it. Elementary school students, particularly first formers, wear uniform with pleasure. For little children it is an adult role.

The nearer is a secondary school the less stringent are requirements, at this point children are asked just to follow business dress-code, that is to wear austere trousers and skirts. Right uniform is a good thing but right content is better [1].

1.4. A school uniform at Grammar school #5

As we study at Grammar school, we should follow gymnasium style of clothes. As a rule, it is a skirt, a blouse and shoes for girls and a jacket, a tie, trousers and a shirt for boys. All pupils follow this rule [see appendix 8]. Unfortunately, there are some exceptions [see appendix 9], but appearance is watched by our director and its assistants. They think much of a school uniform, because pupils are the persons of the Grammar school! 

In our Grammar school there is no certain school uniform, but pupils follow official style. If the pupil has come in free style (it is strictly forbidden!) he is waited by punishment. Persons on duty take away a diary and write down the remark, the class teacher reports about infringement to parents, and the leader has long educational conversation.
1.5. The influence of the colors
Child psychologists recommend to choose quite and subdued colors and not to use pure rainbow dyes because of their ability to promote rapid fatigability and encourage latent irritation. Black-white color combination is better to avoid as this hard-edge contrast is tiring for eyes and able to cause headache. Beige and subdued green are considered the most comfortable colors [see appendix 10]. In addition, specialists recommend the girls not to wear dress and prefer skirt and jacket or pinafore-dress with a smart blouse. For boys it can be three-piece suit. Desirable fabric should not contain synthetic additives. Cotton and linen are recommended cloths for autumn and spring, for winter time wool and cashmere are preferable [8].
1.6. “Argue” and “against” of school uniform
The question of whether children should wear a uniform to school always makes for a lively debate, and not only among students! In some countries school uniform is normal and most schools make their students wear one. Britain is the most obvious example of this, but in many other countries with strong links to Britain uniform often has to be worn to school - examples include Australia, Ireland, New Zealand, Singapore, Hong Kong, South Africa and many other African countries. Uniform is also required at almost all schools in Japan. In other countries, particularly in continental Europe, the USA and Canada, uniform is very rare in state-funded schools, although private schools may have one.

This topic looks at a very large number of arguments about uniforms. Not all of these will apply in every country or school, so take care only to select the ones that are relevant for your debate. The proposition side here is arguing for uniforms to be scrapped, but the case could easily be reversed if your debate is about introducing uniforms instead [4].
1.6.1. ARGUMENTS AGAINST
1. We all have a right to individuality, to make personal choices and to express our personality. This right of free expression includes the way we choose to dress. Making everyone wear the same school uniform infringes on (goes against) our rights and is a misuse of authority. The right to choose what to wear is particularly important for young people, who often have few other ways of expressing their personality or making choices about their lives.
2. There is no good evidence that links school uniform to improved results. A few schools in the USA reported better test scores after they started having uniform, but most of these made other changes to the running of the school which could have helped instead. Studies looking at lots of schools, with and without uniform, have not found any link between what children wear and school results [6].
3. Only a few inner-city schools have had problems with children wearing “gang colors”. Many of these have got rid of the problem not by introducing uniform, but by simply having a dress code which bans such gang clothes and symbols. In fact, uniform boosts a “gang state of mind” by marking children out and dividing students from different schools against each other. This can increase conflict between young people outside school, leading to bullying and violence.
4. Uniform is often not practical or pleasant to wear. Designs are often old-fashioned and ugly. Clothes that are designed to be worn by all shapes and sizes of student fit no one really well. For cheapness uniform items are often made of polycottons which are hot in warm weather but don’t keep children properly warm in winter. Children in uncomfortable outfits are unlikely to learn much.
5. Forcing children to wear uniform can ignore their religious and cultural needs. For example, Sikh boys, Orthodox Jews and Islamic girls all express their religious beliefs through the way they dress, and uniform stops them doing this. In particular, school uniforms are often not modest enough in covering the female body to suit Muslims. Taking away this freedom of religious expression can also lead parents to choose private faith schools, limiting integration and the mixing of different cultures.
6. There is no proper research that shows that introducing uniform cuts crime in schools. Uniforms can actually lead to more violence, as they make students from rival schools much more obvious in the street or on the bus. “Us-and-them” feelings are made worse by uniform and bullying and fighting between students from different schools can increase.
7. Uniforms are expensive and can be hard for parents to afford - it is like a tax on sending your child to school. After all, it is not as if children won’t need other clothes too, for evenings, weekends and holidays. Special clothes like uniforms are only produced in small quantities, and so are more costly than normal clothes. Often, they can only be bought from one or two special shops, which also pushes the price up. The cost of uniform often means that parents dislike it and it can lead to a bad relationship between them and the school [4].
8. Schools waste a lot of time trying to enforce uniform rules. Because children don’t like wearing uniform, they fight against it in many clever ways (e.g. shortening skirts, wearing non-regulation shoes and hosiery, tying their ties in funny ways, etc.). Schools in the US often allow parents an “opt-out” from uniform, which means teachers, have to check what list a child is on at the start of every lesson.
9. Rather than introduce school uniform, why not have a dress code instead? This has all the benefits of uniform without the many disadvantages. While uniforms force all children to wear the same clothes, dress codes give students a lot of choice what to wear. Only a few unsuitable things are banned - for example, gang colors, very short skirts, crop tops, bare shoulders.

10. Wearing a school uniform is not good preparation for working. Only a few jobs require uniforms, and many of these are low-paid service jobs - not what we want our young people to aim for. After all, their main role-models at school - the teachers - don’t have to wear a uniform. Well-paid jobs used to require a suit, but this has been changing in recent years and smart-casual clothes are much more common now. Even if you have to wear a suit, you still have a huge choice of styles, color and accessories with which to express your personality. This isn’t true of school uniform [7].
1.6.2. ARGUMENTS FOR

1. Having all the students wearing the same uniform helps to create a sense of belonging and a good school ethos (culture or spirit). By showing that the school expects high standards, expectations are raised and students respond with better behavior. US schools which introduced school uniform reported improved discipline.
2. Schools with uniforms obtain better educational results. This is because there is better discipline and so the school setting makes learning easier. Without the distraction of checking out what all the other students are wearing (or how much flesh they are showing), students find it easier to concentrate and do better in tests.
3. Uniform is a social leveller - it makes all the children at a school equal no matter what their family background or income. If students can choose their own clothes, then the rich kids compete to show off their expensive designer labels and costly sneakers. Children from poorer families get picked on for not being able to afford lots of pricey outfits. Schools in the USA have used uniform to overcome the problem of students wearing “gang colors” if they were allowed to choose their own clothes. Clothes with particular colors or symbols marked rival groups of students out as linked to street gangs. This often led to fighting inside and outside the classroom. If everyone has to wear the same clothes to school, this problem is removed.
4. Uniform has practical advantages. Students don’t have to waste time thinking what to wear at the start of each school day. The clothes are designed to be comfortable and safe, with no long trailing sleeves, skirts or hoods to catch on dangerous equipment in workshops or science lessons. It is also very helpful on trips as staff can quickly spot all the students from their school, keeping them out of trouble and making sure no one gets lost [8].
5. Introducing uniform can reduce crime in schools, especially violence and theft. Head teachers at several US schools report lower levels of violence and crime after uniforms were introduced. Uniform also helps makes schools safer as it makes intruders much easier to spot. Anyone not in uniform can easily be seen and reported.
6. School uniform can satisfy religious and cultural needs. In areas with lots of children from different backgrounds (such as British cities) it is common to consult parents and the local community. For example, Muslim girls can be allowed to wear loose long trousers and tops in school colors, instead of the skirts or dresses worn by other female students.
7. School uniform is a tradition worth keeping. In countries like Britain many schools have had uniforms for over a hundred years. The exact clothes can be updated with the times, but the overall look of the uniform provides a link with the school’s past. Wearing it encourages pride in the school and gives out a good image to outsiders.
8. Uniform is usually cheaper than letting children choose what they will wear to school. Young people feel pressure to dress in the latest thing and not to wear the same outfit often. This often leads their parents to spend 100s of dollars on clothes each year. With uniform taking away this pressure, there is usually a much smaller overall cost for the parents. Families who are hard-up can often get help with the cost of uniform, or buy it second-hand. For these reason parents often like uniform. At some schools it is parents groups that start campaigns to introduce it [4].
9. Having a uniform helps students and parents resist peer pressure. In schools with no uniform, children may feel the need to dress in certain ways in order to fit in. This can often mean buying a lot of expensive and fashionable clothes that families cannot really afford. It can also mean girls being pressured into wearing skimpy clothes to try and look sexy at a very young age. It could even include Muslim girls feeling that they must wear a headscarf even though they don’t want to.
10. Wearing a uniform helps to prepare students for the world of work, where uniforms are often worn. People like nurses, soldiers, shop assistants, the police and railway staff wear uniform as part of their job. Many other workers are expected to wear suits - really just a grown up sort of uniform, with little choice about it. Just like these adults, students should dress in uniform when they are in school, getting on with work. After all, students and adults can both change into their own casual clothes at the end of the working day, when they are “off duty” [6].


In the conclusion I’d like to say that the subject of school uniforms is unlikely to ever reach a conclusion that will be acceptable to everyone. But the problem really isn't as simple as a change of clothing. Perhaps a better way to improve student behavior would be for parents and school boards to hold children accountable for their actions, just as adults are held accountable by society for their actions. If all of the students are wearing the same clothing, they will take school more seriously instead of worrying about what they're wearing.

Chapter 2

2.1. THE Survey. Do the students follow the school style?
In our first experiment we made a survey among the children at the age of 11 – 14. We were interested if they follow the school style. You can see the table with the questions and possible answers [see appendix 11] and also the diagrams which assigned according to the forms [see appendix 12].  
As we can see, there are some differences between the surveys among 5th-6th, 7th and 8th classes. Now we want you to see them more concretely.

As for the 5th and 6th forms, we can see that most of them know what clothes style students wear in English schools. Almost 70 per cent have seen it in different magazines or just have seen it on TV. The majority of pupils think that Grammar schools must follow business style. The answers can depend on different reasons such as money or a chess-man. 70% are sure that pupils should follow fashion trend but not in a harm of school. You should follow your own style but not at school. At our grammar school all students follow a school style but everyone has his own imagination about what the school style is. A lot of pupils think that if you wear a school uniform it should have a special sign and it must be the sign of the school. The others think it should be a grade of the form and the third part prefers to have nothing on it. The majority agree that the school uniform should be black and white. As for me, I think so too because these two colors are the main in our like. As we can see according to the answers if you don’t have the school uniform you should wear jeans and T-shirts. I think so too because it’s very comfortably and jeans may be not blue but black, too. Only 10% don’t want to see the girls with make-up at school but the others think it is necessary. As for me, it doesn’t matter for me. I think I’m rather pretty but if I use the cosmetics, a lipstick, for example, it’s not a trouble. 


In the 7th forms a lot of children know what pupils wear at school in England. They are sure that in Grammar school students should wear business style of clothes. I think so too because all children should cross their individuality in different ways but they must be organized in the same way. The majority of children say that pupils should follow fashion trends.  Many students think that they follow school style and it means they wear a uniform or just have a business style. As for the question about a school uniform, students divided into two groups: the first on think that we need a school uniform, the second one say that we don’t need it. A lot of student from the 7th forms think that pupils in England wear a school uniform because of the school prestige. I think so too because English schools are very demanding and they can’t ignore the way they wear. The sigh of the school is the first symbol, the second one is nothing and the third one is a level. According to the questionnaire, there are different types of the color of the uniform but the most widespread are black and white and light colors. All students agree that instead of the school uniform children should wear jeans and T-shirts. A half of pupils think that make-up may be used at school, the other half think that it is strictly prohibited for schools. 

The majority of students from the 8th forms say that they know what style is in England at schools. A half of pupils think that pupils should follow business style and fashion trends. Many children at our Grammar school say that they wear a school uniform, so they follow Grammar style. I’d like to cross that every person has his own style and sometimes their opinions are differ from the reality. I follow this style because I have white and black color of my clothes and it is in a business style. We can see that the 7th forms prefer not to wear a school uniform and they think that children don’t need it at schools and anywhere. A lot of students intend that English schoolgirls and schoolboys wear a school uniform for not to underline school’s authority. There are different opinions about the symbols at school uniform and colors of a school uniform but the majority prefers to have a sign of the school and to have white and black uniform. Some pupils think that they should wear jeans and T-shirts at school but there are some different thoughts such as a swimming suit and a hockey form. As for a make-up, a little more than a half of children prefer to use it at school. 
2.2. How do I imagine the school uniform?
In our second experiment we’d like to offer to your attention our own school uniform. It consists of trousers, a waistcoat, a shirt, a suit and shoes. The fabric of trousers is a tartan square. The shirt is white but the waistcoat is red. Boys’ shoes are black while girls’ shoes are red. You can see my example of the school uniform [see appendix 13].
In the conclusion I’d like to stress that having made these experiments I understood that it’s really necessary to have a school uniform. The governing body of each school decides on the uniform policy or dress code, and it is the head teacher’s responsibility to make sure pupils keep to the rules. Schools waste a lot of time trying to enforce uniform rules. Because children don’t like wearing uniform, they fight against it in many clever ways (e.g. shortening skirts, wearing non-regulation shoes and hosiery, tying their ties in funny ways. At every school students should wear uniform in that way the rules are dictating.
Chapter 3

Conclusion


Having analyzed all facts we came to the conclusion that at school pupils should follow clothes official style and that is why they should carry a school uniform. It confirms our hypothesis that at school you are obliged to wear the uniform. Despite of it, pupils not always do it. In this case, pupils distract from educational process, they are interested not in a study, but how they look. 

The subject of school uniforms is unlikely to ever reach a conclusion that will be acceptable to everyone. But the problem really isn't as simple as a change of clothing. A better way to improve student behavior would be for parents and school boards to hold children accountable for their actions, just as adults are held accountable by society for their actions.
Many schools in Russia refuse the uniform; thereby they make the roughest mistake. Thus, not only the reputation of organization is undermined and the prestige of school is lost but the reputations of many people are under the doubt. Foreign countries consider the uniform obligatory and educational process is constructed in such a manner that children are concentrated to study, instead of other problems. By the way, the form solves a financial problem and saves means in a family.  
In many grammar schools the official style is observed, for example, at our Grammar school #5 that confirms our experiment. Everyone tries to look beautiful and modern, but without forgetting why he or she is here. The main purpose of each pupil is to study.


I think that this work is very useful for me. Now I know that the school uniform is really necessary, as it to straight lines and an indirect route is responsible for our education. Undoubtedly, it influences the further choice of clothes, depending on an institution.
