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Introduction
The problem of teenage aggression concerns number of key problems of our society.  The end of the XX, the beginning of XXI centuries were marked by sharp growth of aggressive behaviour among teenagers. Decrease in ethical, moral criteria, adverse social conditions and mass culture generate aggressive displays among teenagers.
Aggressiveness is formed mainly in the course of early socialization at teenage age, and this age is the most optimum for prevention and correction. It speaks about urgency of the given theme.
The aim of research: to reveal the main reasons of teenage aggression in the given environment. We shall try to offer methods of correction of aggressive behaviour of teenagers, to make recommendations for teachers, parents and adolescents which will help to decrease the level of aggression.
The object of research: teenage aggression.

The subject of research: the process of formation of teenage aggression in  the social environment.
The hypothesis is: the main reasons of aggressive behaviour of teenagers are caused by biological, social and personal factors.
According to the aim we have defined the following tasks:

1) In the theoretical analysis to consider principal views and forms of aggression;

2) to reveal the most important psychological features of the person of aggressive teenagers;

3) to offer methods of prevention and correction of aggressive behaviour of teenagers.

The base of research is high school №72 with profound studying of English language of Novokuznetsk.

Basic phases of research: research was spent since June 2010 till December 2010 and had some stages:

At I stage (June-August 2010) the psychological literature on the given problem was studied and analyzed;

At II stage (September-December 2010) testing of schoolchildren was held.
Scientific novelty and the theoretical importance of research - work has the psychological reasons which generates aggression of the teenager
The practical importance of results of research consists in working out of recommendations about decrease the level of aggression of the teenager.
The questions connected the reasons of human aggression are mentioned in many psychological researches. We shall try to find out the main reasons of teenager’s aggression because it is necessary for eliminating and preventing aggressive displays of children.

I. Research of problem of teenage aggression

1.1. Definitions of «aggression» and «aggressiveness». Basic theoretical approaches

Different authors have various definitions of aggression. Majority of psychologists gives negative description to this conception. Also exists positive point of view about aggression. 

All psychological theories of aggression existing nowadays can be divided into four basic categories:

1) Inclination theories (congenital prompting or the deposit).

The first category of theories, despite variety of approaches, recognizes that aggressiveness is considered by its supporters as the congenital instinctive form of behaviour. Aggression is shown because it is genetically put in the person. Consequently, even the most positive changes in the social environment aren't able to prevent it. Maximum, probably to weaken it;
2) Frustrating theories (the requirement activated by external stimulus).
The second category of theories on the contrary considers possible not only easing, but also full eradication of aggressive behaviour. As aggression carries to displays of influence and environment influence;

3) Informative and emotional processes.

The third group of theories considers such aspects of human experience, as cognitive and emotional activity. Supporters of these theories confirm possibility of control over aggressive behaviour by teaching people to estimate menacing situations;
4) Social learning theories (actual display of social).

According to the fourth group of theories, aggression represents got in process of learning model of social behaviour. Aggressive reactions are acquired and supported by direct participation in situations of display of aggression, and also by passive observation of aggressive displays.
It is necessary to allocate the basic definitions of aggression according to the basic psychological theories:

· The hostile relation or action. (The sociological Oxford dictionary);
· Aggression at people represents absolutely same spontaneous instinctive aspiration, as well as at other higher vertebrate animals (K. Lorenz);

· Aggression is any form of the behaviour aimed at an insult or a causing harm to other live being, doing not wish similar references. (Baron R., Richardson D); [2, c.16]
· Aggression is understood as strong activity, aspiration to self-affirmation (Bender L.);
· Aggression – physical action or threat of such action from one individual which reduce freedom or genetic fitness of other individual (Uilson) [13, c.12]
· Aspiration to overcome an inferiority innate sense (Adler A.)

· Angry or threatening behaviour or feelings that often result in fighting (Longman dictionary of contemporary English). 
Having considered all basic theoretical concepts of aggression, we will accept for working following generalizing definition of this phenomenon:

Aggression - the behaviour directed on inflicting physical or psychological harm, damage to other person.
This definition underlines that aggression is a model of behaviour, instead of emotion or motive.
In modern psychology distinguish concepts "aggression" and "aggressiveness". They are not similar. Aggression usually consider as separate actions. Aggressiveness - is rather steady quality of the person expressed in constant readiness to aggression and also propensities to perceive and interpret behaviour of another as hostile [9, с.15]. Owing to the stability and occurrence in structure of the person, aggressiveness is capable to predetermine the general tendency of behaviour.

1.2. Kinds and forms of aggressive conduct

There is an aggression to some extent in everybody of us. The aggressive behaviour already at teen age accepts various kinds and forms. 
In psychology it is accepted to allocate following kinds of aggression:

· Heteroaggression – an orientation on associates: threats, insults, a beating;
· Autoaggression – an orientation on itself: self-destroying behaviour;
· Reactive aggression – represents response to any external irritant: quarrel, the conflict;

· Spontaneous aggression – appears for no apparent reason, usually under the influence of any internal impulses: accumulation of negative emotions;

· Instrumental aggression – is made as means of achievement of result: the sportsman achieving a victory, the dentist extracting tooth;
· Motivational aggression – is advance planned action, which purpose – inflicting of harm or a damage to object: the schoolboy who has taken offense on classmate and has beaten it;
· Direct aggression – goes directly on the object causing irritation, alarm or excitation: open rudeness, use of physical force;
· Indirect aggression – addresses on the objects which directly aren't causing excitation and irritation, but more convenient for display aggression (they are accessible and manifestation to aggression in their address safety): mother after the conflict to the neighbor starts to shout at the child without cause;

· Verbal – it is expressed in the verbal form: threats, the insults which directly speaks about presence of negative emotions and possibility of inflicting moral and a material damage to the opponent;
· Expressional – it is shown by nonverbal means: gestures, a mimicry, intonation of a voice a menacing grimace, waves a fist or shakes finger towards the opponent, loudly throws up substandard lexicon;

· Physical – direct application of force for inflicting of a moral and physical damage to the opponent.
Such classification has practical value as the person usually shows at once some kinds of aggression, and they constantly change, passing each other. [9, с.17]

It is necessary to distinguish strictly aggression biologically adaptive, promoting life maintenance, and good-quality, from the malignant aggression which has been not connected with preservation of life. [9, с.116]
"Good-quality" aggression is necessary for deduction of mental balance, strengthening of the identity, self-defense, removal of obstacles, leaders to the purpose, and an exit of not dissipated physical or mental energy. Such aggression doesn't conduct to destruction, it arises as reaction to threat, self-defense. In norm the aggressive indicator at the person should be presented (about 60 % of aggression). Healthy aggression of teenagers helps them to be initiative, to defend itself.

Absolutely the aspiration of the person to dominate or destroy different in another way defined by unprecedented cruelty. Such aggression is "harm-qualitative".

1.3. The basic psychological features of teenagers
Average school age (from 9-11 till 13-16 years) in psychology it is accepted to name boyish or teenage. These periods are characterized as "Sturm und Drang", "Storm and Stress".
The teenager – is the minor who is at a stage of development of the person, characterized by radical psychological reorganization of an organism, formation of new adaptable mechanisms.
At teen age moral forces of the person intensively develop, its spiritual shape is formed, character traits are defined, and there is an outlook formation. [11, с.92]
Special position of the teenage period in development of the child is reflected in its names: "transitive", "critical", "difficult". They indicate complexity and importance of the developments occurring at this age connected with transition from one epoch of life to another.
Transition from the childhood to adult life makes the basic maintenance and specific difference of all parts of development during this period – physical, intellectual, moral, social. The teenager starts to estimate new relations with family, contemporaries, himself.
So, we will consider in more details some basic characteristics of teen age to understand the reasons and the mechanism of occurrence of aggression in this age period.
The first shared problem of teenage age is a reorganization of relations with parents, transition from children's dependence to the relations based on mutual respect and equality. Psychological conditions of teen age are connected with two "turning" moments of this age: physiological – puberty, and social – the childhood end, the introduction into the world of adults. 

The first of these moments is connected with the internal hormonal and physiological changes, involving corporal changes, and also emotionally-sensitive changes.
The second moment – the termination of the childhood and transition in the world of adults is connected with development in consciousness of the teenager of critical thinking. It is a defining condition in mentality of the teenager. It also creates the basic leading contradiction in life of the teenager. The rational logic owns mind of the teenager. So: not he owns this logic, but it arises in his consciousness as a certain compulsory force. She demands on any question of an unambiguous answer and estimation: true or lie, yes or not. And it creates a certain tendency to maximalism in consciousness of the teenager, forces it to endow friendship, becomes in antagonistic relations with close people as the variety and discrepancy of a reality and human relations doesn't keep within frameworks of rational logic, and it is ready to reject all that there does not correspond to his logic, as it dominating force in his consciousness, criterion of his judgments and estimations. The second feature and the most valuable psychological acquisition of the teenager – opening of his own private world, during this period spring up consciousness and self-determination problems. The teenager aspires to learn itself, to open his essence.
The teenage period of development of the person is a difficult period. Difficulty of this period consists not only in the above-mentioned features of teen age , but also crisis of teen age identity the successful exit from which will be one of the major conditions of formation of correct, not aggressive behaviour of the teenager in the future.
1.4. The reasons of teenage aggression

To understand a problem of aggressive behaviour of teenagers and to develop ways of its decision, it is necessary to find out why and under what influence of factors it arises.

Tendency of the person to aggressive actions tried to explain differently. In search of the reason of occurrence of aggression held numerous researches which can be divided on biological, social and psychological, each of which represents own the models of formation of aggression.
The reasons of aggression at teenagers can be divided on:

1) Family reasons of aggression:

· Rejection of children by parents
It is one of basic causes of aggression, not only teenage. The statistics confirms such fact: quite often attacks of aggression are shown at undesired children;

· Destruction of emotional communications in family

The raised aggression can be caused in the child by destruction positive emotional communications both between parents and the child, and between parents;

· Excessive control or total absence of it
Excessively imperious parents aspire to manage their the child, suppressing its will, without supposing any display of his personal initiative and without giving it ability to be himself. Result of such education becomes directed on surrounding aggressive behaviour;
· Disrespect to the teenager
Disrespect to the teenager and the contempt stated publicly, generates in him deep and serious complexes, causes uncertainty in and, as consequence, aggression is born;
· Prohibition for physical activity
Often flashes of aggressive behaviour of the teenager directly are provoked by installations or prohibitions of adults. Aggression at the teenager will be caused by the collected overabundance of energy

And also indifference or animosities from parents, surplus or a lack of attention from parents, refusal in the right to a personal liberty influence level of display of aggression of the teenager.
2) Personal reasons of aggression:

· Emotional instability
Many teenagers are subject to frequent fluctuations of emotions. When displays of irritation or negative emotions of teenagers in every possible way suppress, parents can face unpredictable fits of anger;

· Personal negative experience
Aggression at teenagers can be connected with personal features of character and temperament, or to be provoked by the facts of personal experience of the teenager;
· Discontent with itself
Often it is caused by absence of emotional encouragement. If the teenager doesn't love itself, considers itself unworthy love he will not love also others. Because of this the aggressive relation to associates;

· Raised irritability
Such personal features as the raised irritability, a steady tendency to take offense also can be provokers of display of aggression.
3) Situational reasons of aggression:

· Influence of foodstuff
The interrelation between increase of uneasiness, nervousness and aggression and the chocolate use is proved.
Influence of noise, vibration, narrowness, air temperatures, weakness, and overfatigue can cause aggressive behaviour.

4) Socially-biological reasons of aggression:

The raised aggression can be caused also by the biological, sexual, psychological and social reasons.
There is an opinion that the reason of display of teenage aggression is covered in a brain structure. Moreover, the Australian scientists have calculated, to what age there is a formation of structures of the brain supervising emotions. Research has been conducted, which showed that inability of teenagers to supervise their emotions and behaviour speaks about immaturity of corresponding brain structures. Their full development occurs only to 20 years. However there is a risk that to some children these parameters will not come to norm. Then at adult age it can lead to various frustration of mentality, in particular to depression, uneasiness and frustration of the person.
Except resulted above examples the teenager is influenced also by mass media, video films and computer games which can generate cruelty and aggressive.

1.5. Methods of prevention maintenance and correction of aggressive behaviour at teenagers

Upbringing of the person begins with a family. Degree of aggression of the child in many respects depends on style of upbringing in a family. By researchers it is noticed that if parents indulgently concern to aggressive actions of children, children will become even more aggressive. At the same time children who were exposed to very strict punishments differ great aggression too.
The best guarantor of good self-control and adequate behaviour at children is ability of parents to be self-controlled. It is impossible to talk to the aggressive teenager on the raised tones, thereby you "are connected" to his excitation and provoke strengthening of aggressive impulses. Use quiet, fluent speech allows the child to be switched and listen to you. Especially important is to give to teenager ability to throw out the energy in the various ways.

To eliminate undesirable displays of aggression at the teenager, as preventive maintenance to parents follows:

1) Give more attention to your child. Help him with study; organize joint interesting and useful leisure time.

2) With your behaviour show to the teenager that all problems can be solved without violence. Learn them to find adequate decisions of reality situations without the use of force.

3) At communication with children give preference to belief methods over a violence method.
Correctional work with aggressive children is expedient to spend in four directions:
· Training of aggressive children to express anger in the comprehensible form;

· Training of children to self-control receptions, ability to be self-controlled in various situations;
· Practice skills of dialogue in possible conflict situations;
· Formation of such qualities, as empathy, trust to people.
Positive ways of expression of anger are:
· Politeness

· Aspiration to find the decision

· Anger goes on the object which has caused it

· Logical thinking [12, с.61]

These recommendations can be address not only to parents, but also to teachers.

However the most important condition of prevention of aggression – to create for the teenager such living conditions where samples peaceful human relations would be shown to it, where would be no negative examples of aggressive behaviour.

II. Research of the reasons of display of teenage aggression

2.1. Results of research

The basic methods of our research became test questioning of Bass-Darks, Phillips, S.Dajhoff, A.Assinger, Ajzenok, Pochebut, Boyko, directed on level revealing uneasiness and teenage aggression. 

Research procedure consisted in carrying out of questioning of pupils and in the subsequent revealing of prevailing level of aggression at teen age in the given environment and the reasons of aggressive behaviour. Research was spent in the group form.
We shall try to find whether exists dependence between the level of aggression, age, sex of the teenager and computer games. Research procedure consisted in questioning of pupils and revealing of prevailing level of aggression at teen age in the given environment and the reasons of aggressive behaviour. In total 153 teenagers took part in polls. 81 schoolchildren of 12-13 years, 72 schoolchildren of 15-16 years.
To define the level of aggression of adolescents at different stages of teen age we used test of L.G.Pochebut. This technique contains 40 statements and teenagers should answer "yes" or "no".
We have to the following results:

1) The level of aggression of teenagers of 12-13 years is distributed in following way: 19 % of teenagers have low level of aggression, these teenagers are quiet and sustained; 62 % of schoolboys with the average level of aggression which is expressed in the spontaneity, some anonymity and inability to braking of aggressive displays; 19 % interrogated have high level of aggression, they aren't sustained, have difficulties at dialogue and interaction with people (Diagram 1)

2) Level of aggression of teenagers of 15-16 years is distributed as follows: 38 % of teenagers with low level of aggressiveness; 50 % have the average level aggressiveness; 12 % of schoolchildren with high level of aggressiveness.

We have come to the conclusion that the majority of teenagers of 12-13 years have the average level of aggressiveness (62 %), as well as teenagers of 15-16 years (50 %). Schoolchildren 12-13 years have above the level of aggressiveness than teenagers of 15-16 years. It means that the level of aggressiveness directly depends on a stage of teen age.
To define whether dependence between the level of aggression and computer games exists was held a technique on definition of the level of internal aggression (S.Dajhoff). The test consisted statements and teenagers answered "yes" or "no".
We have found that teenagers 12-13 years who are fond of the computer games (62 persons) have the following results: 18 % - low level of aggressiveness; 50 % – the aggressiveness average level; 32 % - high level of aggressiveness. As to schoolchildren who are not fond of computer games (19 persons) this age category – 22 % low level of aggressiveness; 67 % have the average level of aggressiveness; 11 % - high level of aggressiveness. (Table 1)

We can make a conclusion from results of testing that teenagers of 12-13 years who are fond of computer games have the higher level of aggressiveness than teenagers who are not fond of computer games.

Teenagers of 15-16 years who are fond of computer games (46 persons) degree of aggressiveness is distributed only at two levels. 38 % of schoolchildren have the average level of aggressiveness, 62 % of interrogated – low level of aggressiveness. As to schoolchildren at this stage of teen age who are not fond of computer games (26 persons) , aggressiveness is distributed only at two levels: 30 % - low level of aggressiveness; 70 % - the aggressiveness average level. (Table 2)

We have found that the level of aggressiveness of teenagers of 15-16 years doesn't depend on computer hobbies. As to teenagers who are fond of playing the low level of aggression – 62 % of interrogated, and for not playing teenagers – 30 %.
Schoolchildren of 15-16 years psychologically are less subject to environment influence, therefore dependence between the level of aggressiveness and computer hobbies does not exist.
Also personal factors can influence the level of aggression of teenagers. To define the level of uneasiness, frustration and aggression a test was held among schoolboys of 12-16 years on definition of a self-appraisal of mental conditions (Ajzenok). The test consisted of descriptions of various psychological conditions on which teenagers estimated themselves.

Now we can say that level of uneasiness at teenagers of 12-16 years is defined only under two factors: low level – 31 % and the average level – 69 %. Low level of uneasiness characterizes a condition of the teenager as depressive, inactive, with low level of motivations. The uneasiness average level is «useful» uneasiness. (Diagram3)
Frustration of teenagers at the age of 12-16 years is distributed on all three levels. 49 % of teenagers (with low level of frustration) have no a high self-appraisal, they are steady to failures, aren't afraid of difficulties; 49 % interrogated (with the average level of frustration) are subject to psychological stress, an uneasiness condition, despair and 2 % of schoolboys have low self-appraisal, thereby avoid difficulties and are afraid of failures. (Diagram 3)
Aggression of teenagers at the age of 12-16 years at 54 % interrogated at the average level. The aggression average level is usually expressed in the spontaneity, some anonymous and weak ability to braking of aggressive displays. At 43 % of schoolchildren low level of aggression, these teenagers are quiet and sustained; 3% of schoolboys are aggressive, aren't sustained and have difficulties at dialogue and interaction with people. (Table 3)

To define the level of ambition we have tested schoolchildren of 12-16 years. The technique was «How much are you ambitious? ». The test reveals the level of ambition of the person. It was necessary for teenagers to answer unequivocally "yes" or "no" on questions.
Test poll has shown that the majority of adolescents 75 % have the average level of ambitions. 20% of teenagers with low level of ambitions, these teenagers have weak and insignificant ambitions; 5 % have high level of ambitions which are characterized by great ambitions and strong desires. (Diagram 4)

We have come to the conclusion that teenage aggression depends on several factors: the biological factor (a stage of teen age, sex), external social factors (computer games, television, mass-media) and personal factors (psychological features of the person and the level of their display at the concrete person).

At different stages of teen age schoolchildren show the different levels of aggression. Teenagers of 12-13 years are more aggressive than children of 15-16 years. It is expressed in inability to supervise the emotions and really to estimate the acts as in 15-16 years teenagers can resist to external irritants and have steadier mentality.
Conclusion
The problem of teenager’s aggression is one of the most considerable and important problems of modern psychology. The modern civilization generates various deviations in personal development and behaviour of teenagers. The problem of adolescent's aggression concerns all society as a whole. It causes deep anxiety of teachers, parents and sharp scientifically-practical interest of researchers.

One of the approaches to the solution of the problem of teenager’s aggression is preventive maintenance of its occurrence at an early stage as aggression is much easier to prevent, than to correct it. To eradicate displays of aggression is not only senseless, but also harmful.

We revealed the main reasons of teenage aggression in the given environment. During the work we have defined that the most important reasons in formation of adolescent aggression are relations in the family, biological and the social factors influencing the teenager. Teenagers study aggressive behaviour by supervision of aggressive actions.

Our research has confirmed the hypothesis that the main reasons of teenage aggression are biological, social and personal factors.

The main tasks of the research have been solved. In the theoretical analysis aggression principal views, its types and display forms have been described; the most important psychological features of the person of aggressive teenagers are revealed; methods of preventive maintenance and correction of aggressive behaviour at teenagers are offered; principal causes of teenage aggression are found out. Levels of teenage aggression and their dependence from psychological qualities of the person of teenager have been named.

We have allocated the following psychological features provoking aggressive behaviour:

· insufficient development of intelligence;
· low self-conception;

· low level of self-checking;

· backwardness of communicative skills;
· hypererethism of nervous system owing to the various reasons (a trauma, illness).
